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Family Letter of Agreement 2008-2009

We agree to the following terms of participation set down by the Denver Chapter of Amigos de las Americas for the time period of October 1, 2008 through August 31, 2009 (see Calendar of Events):

___ ___ Volunteer (student) will attend all required monthly training meetings, as well as additional training sessions unless permission has been obtained for an excused absence.

___ ___ At least one parent/guardian will attend all monthly family meetings with the volunteer.

___ ___ Attendance by volunteer and parents will be prompt. Tardiness will not be tolerated, as it is not fair to everyone else. 

___ ___ We will complete and submit full program application, submit passport copies (and in some cases actual passports so visas can be attained), and submit medical update form as required by the Training Calendar and according to protocol.

___ ___ We agree to pay a non-refundable application processing fee of $40. 

___ ___ Parents and volunteers agree to abide by the Amigos Standards of Conduct during all

Amigos activities during the training year and follow the summer rules of Amigos which you will

sign-off on in the full program application (no drinking, no smoking, no drugs, no amorous

conduct, no leaving communities without permission of field staff, no firearms or fireworks, no

operation of a motorized vehicle, no behavior that is detrimental to themselves, other volunteers,

communities or the Amigos program). We understand there are consequences for breaking these

rules, including, but not limited to returning home at the expense of the parent or guardian.  If a

volunteer is sent home early for a rule violation, the parents shall be required to pay all expenses

such as increased travel cost due to the volunteer’s early departure, food and lodging for the

departing volunteer and his/her escort, penalty charges associated with cancellation of the

volunteer’s original return ticket, and certain administrative expenses associated with effecting

the premature return of the volunteer to the United States. 

___ ___ Volunteer will have all childhood immunizations current and complete and will be immunized per country requirements, as provided to you by the Chapter.  Volunteers and families will follow visa requirements for each country as provided to you by the Chapter.  All immunizations are the expense of the volunteer.

___ ___ To meet the family participation fee requirement of  $2500.00, we agree to make five

equal payments of $500 per month from November – March, unless other arrangements have

been made with the treasurer, i.e. extenuating circumstances, scholarships or chapter jobs. 

___ ___ Fruit Sale #1:  We will sell 100 boxes of citrus fruit.  

**Fundraising update: The board has determined how we will deal with volunteers who do not meet fruit fundraising goals.

-Sarah and Becca agreed to check on volunteer fruit sales lists prior to the time the lists are due to the fundraising coordinator to ensure they are on track toward 100 boxes.

-Volunteers who do not sell 100 boxes in the first fruit sale will be required to deliver fruit sold by board members at the alumni event.  This will be counted as a first and second Notice.

-Volunteers failing to sell the required number of boxes during the second sale plus the number they were short during the first sale may constitute grounds for dismissal from the Denver Chapter at the discretion of the Board.

 ___ ___ Fruit Sale #2:  There will be a second fruit sale.  The number of boxes will be determined based on the success of the letter writing campaign. 

___ ___ We will participate in the letter-writing fundraising campaign by providing 75 names and preparing letters for the same.  Letters can be sent by mail or electronically. 

___ ___ All funds raised by the volunteers, parents and board members shall be deposited in the Chapter’s general account and shall not be designated for individual volunteers.

___ ___ We will help with family jobs (to be assigned by Parent Coordinator based on requests) from the list of Family Participation Options.

___ ___ Failure to not properly complete any of the above will result first in a warning and then if the behavior persists there will be subsequent dismissal from the Chapter.  The Board of Directors reserves the right to counsel out any volunteer who does not meet the training or fundraising objectives. 

___ ___We have read and will abide by the Attendance policy.

___ ___We have read and understand the Refund policy.

___ ___We will complete the Application by December 8, 2008.

___ ___Volunteers must provide their own sleeping bag, water tablets, cot, mosquito net, backpack, first aid kit, clothing and personal supplies at their own expense.  Cots can be rented from the Chapter.

Failure of the volunteer and at least one family member to fully participate in team fundraising, unexcused or excessive volunteer absences, or rule violations may be grounds for dismissal from the program.  There will be on-going evaluations and if problems are identified, the board will utilize the following procedure:

1st Notice
Verbal Warning to the volunteer and notification to the parents.

2nd Notice
Written Notice to the volunteer and parents and meeting with board members.

3rd Notice
Volunteer will be dropped from the program.
